BACKGROUND 

 

The CDEM Act requires our Council to co-ordinate planning, programmes and activities related to

Reduction:  Identifying and analysing long-term risks to human life and property from hazards; 
taking steps to eliminate these risks if practicable, and, if not, reducing the magnitude of their 
impact and the likelihood of their occurring. 

Readiness:  Developing operational systems and capabilities before a civil defence emergency 
happens; including self-help and response programmes for the general public, and specific 
programmes for emergency services, lifeline utilities and other agencies. 

Response:  Actions taken immediately before, during or directly after a civil defence 
emergency to save lives and protect property, and to help communities recover. 

Recovery:  Recovery means the co-ordinated efforts and processes used to bring about the 
immediate, medium-term, and long-term holistic regeneration and enhancement of a 
community following an emergency.  (CDEM Act).  It includes actions taken immediately 
before, during or directly after a civil defence emergency to save lives and protect property, 
and to help communities recover. 

Reporting on our CDEM work area is now structured in accordance with this overall format.

 Reduction:  

 

The Interpretation of risk against hazards 
must be scientifically based and then 
communicated to the affected parties.  

This can be messaged by having up to date 
information on hazards available to the 
public and ensuring that our communities 
understand their risks. 

The District Plan has a role in risk reduction:  
it manages the impacts of natural hazards 
through land use and sub division controls. 

   

¶ Work has progressed on the 
programme of installing tsunami 
risk public advice signage adjacent 
to some of our lakes.  The final 
wording for the tsunami signs are 
now at the graphic designers to 
create a mock up for the final 
approval.   

¶ The one page Emergency 
Information for Visitors has been 
translated into Chinese and 
Japanese and loaded on to our 
webpage for accommodation 
providers to download and utilise. 

Readiness: 

There are two distinct but related aspects of 
readiness: 

1. Community readiness relates to 
individuals, families, businesses and 
communities to be prepared during 
and after an emergency ς this can be 
achieved by public education, 
warning systems and community 
level response planning. 

2. Organisational readiness is the 
ability for council to have trained 
staff and systems in place to have a 
functioning EOC during the response 
phase. Also to have well established 
relationships with partner agencies 
with all parties having clear 
understanding of their roles in an 
emergency and having plans for it. 

 

Both community and organisational 
readiness are highly interdependent.  

Readiness activities are the foundation to 
having the capability and capacity for the 
successful response and recovery phases of 
ǘƘŜ п wΩǎΦ 

¶ Tekapo Resilience plan has been 
delivered to the Tekapo community.   

¶ Council continues to publish CDEM 
articles in local publications.  During 
this period these consisted of the 
release of the Tekapo Resilience 
Plan, Types of communication 
systems utilised across the 
Mackenzie District during an 
emergency, and supporting the 
concept of Neighbours Day Aotearoa 
to build resilience in the community. 

¶ Working with Fairlie and Albury 
Primary schools to review 
emergency management plans. 

¶ Attend the Otago lifelines workshop 
relating to an AF8 event. 

¶ Twizel Resilience Plan printed and 
planned to be delivered to the Twizel 
community by the 10th April  
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Response: 

These are the actions taken immediately 
prior to, during or immediately after an 
emergency to save lives and property and to 
help communities recover. The key role of 
the EOC is to coordinate the response by 
partner agencies by utilising the principles 
and processes of the CIMS structure. 

There is also the key deliverables by CDEM 
of the welfare function, and the public 
information management, including the 
management of community volunteers both 
CDEM trained and spontaneous. 

 

¶ Staff attended an exercise writing 
course delivered by the Ministry of 
Civil Defence and Emergency 
Management. 

¶ Viv Blair (welfare manager) and 
myself attended the South 
Canterbury welfare committee 
meeting to work on a terms of 
reference.  

¶ Additional communication 
equipment purchased for 
positioning within the district. 

¶ Start the recruitment of volunteers 
for civil defence teams. 
 

Recovery: 

The role of the recovery function runs across 
ŀƭƭ ŦƻǳǊ wΩǎ ƻŦ ŜƳŜǊƎŜƴŎȅ ƳŀƴŀƎŜƳŜƴǘ ŀǎ ƛǘ 
relates to the minimisation of the escalation 
of the emergency and then post event, 
manage the recovery across all four 
environments - social, built, economic and 
natural to allow the community to adjust to 
ǘƘŜ άƴŜǿ ƴƻǊƳŀƭέΦ  

Reducing the future exposure to hazards or 
their associated risk should always be an 
element of recovery, which will then feed 
back into reduction.

Other Upcoming Work 

 

1. Continue to recruit CDEM volunteers from Twizel, Tekapo and Fairlie to assist with key roles 
during a response. 

2. Attend Canterbury Group CDEM meetings with key stakeholders 

 

Key Milestones 

 

The finalised concept paper for the recruitment of volunteers to assist during a response across the 
Mackenzie District. These volunteers will assist in community information hubs, civil defence 
centres, and practically assist out in the community in a safe and coordinated manner. 
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Recent Events 

There were no CDEM activations from either Mackenzie District Council or the Canterbury Group 
for this period. 

Westland District Council declared due to the rain event on the 26 March which damaged roads and 
bridges across the region. From the same weather system Aoraki/ Mt Cook received 578 mm of rain 
over a 48 hour period which is a considerable amount but the rivers were contained in their banks. 

Canterbury Group were preparing to send assistance including staff from Mackenzie to assist on the 
West Coast however the situation was managed internally by the West Coast CDEM Group.  

The entire Mackenzie District is currently in a restricted fire season as is the rest of the Canterbury 
east coast which means a permit is required prior to lighting a fire. 

 

CONCLUSION 

In the period since the last report, work has continued on the review of our civil defence 
arrangements and preparedness, as well as ongoing monitoring of potential events and active 
liaison with partner agencies.  Within the programme we continue to strengthen the EOC and 
communications networks.  Further work on our local welfare obligations and building on processes 
and systems to deliver these to our communities and visitors was also undertaken.  Staff will 
continue to provide reports to the Planning and Regulations Committee on progress in each of the 
four areas identified above.
