MAYORAL FORUM  

The Mayoral Forum went for two days. On day one we considered freight options around trucking, rail and 
coastal shipping. Looked at Christchurch airport, Malcolm Johns reported a 25% increase in Air freight 
through Christchurch Airport. There has been an overhaul in freight handling systems. The Airport had plenty 
of storage space and freight had replaced some passenger seats. Tarras airport build still some years away 
but very important strategically to the South Island. The Lyttleton Port is busy and still actively pursuing 
container trade. Fuel is pumped to the other side of the Port Hills. Coal West coast is reducing. Issues are that 
there is a need to reclaim more land for use. New Passenger Ferry Wharf is waiting for passenger ships and 
will collect from Akaroa. 

Lyttleton is a much deeper Port than Timaru and can manage bigger ships, as it is easier to turn there. Ships 
getting bigger and some only going to Australia. A problem facing Lyttleton is the rail/road tunnel. 

Timaru Port has excellent location with a newly sealed logging area. New fuel installations, cement, fertilizer 
is concentrating on bulk supplies.

Mayoral forum raised concerns over the number trucks on the road and efficiencies in carting product to 
Christchurch when it could be shipped Timaru. The filling of containers and back loading is needed. 

Canterbury Mayors are to have a look at housing needs in our communities on 19th March with the view of 
needing to work together and take an overview of Canterbury in order to deliver the best to our communities.

and ask, do our communities really understand what we as Local Government do? We need to be mindful 
that the current Government does not disfranchise Local Government. 

Ben Clark, Regional Commissioner of Public Service spoke. 

Canterbury Mayors shared economic prosperity and discussed better freight and climate change options. We 
also need to celebrate our successes. Ben supports decentralization and is keen to engage with Councils. He 
has since phoned me and is coming to meet with MDC at some stage in the future. 

Mayoral 3 Waters Steering Committee Report. Some concern we are wasting money on alternative proposals 
but assured by DIA this work is well worth doing. Canterbury will be sharing this information. 

Meeting with Runanga and Ngai Tahu on water was interesting. There is obligations of authority to their right 
to ecological property, and a need to restore ecosystems. Iwi want a regional approach. Propose 50% 
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shareholding with a MOU with Councils or Crown. Iwi would not be answerable to crown and Ngai Tahu

We need to control our destiny with regional jobs and opportunities. Iwi concerned that it is out of Council 
control. Infrastructure could be sold off. 

Ashburton has produced study on the effects of the new Fresh Water Legislation. This in net loss of farm 
production equates to an 83% loss of profit, a 23% drop in spending and 650 lost jobs.  2.4 nitrate levels are 
not achievable. Waimate also doing a similar study. 

RURAL PROVINCIAL  

Stuart Crosby spoke and noted there is a change of pace in 3 Waters, RMA and the reform of the future of 
Local Government. Stuart believes a good relationship with Ministers is going to be essential. Drinking water 
is a concern for over 8000 small rural suppliers. As we debate our future, TOR will be critical. Government 
needs to understand our issues, and this has been difficult given the low credibility that Local Government 
has with the public.  

Susan Freeman-Greene, CEO of LGNZ spoke to climate change and the need to be much stronger in our focus. 
We need better engagement with EWI and consultation with our community. There is a need to include 
climate change in our LTP and Audit have signalled this also. Covid has given Government the chance to push 
this change of pace. Minister Parker is adamant that changes will all happen within this term. 

Minister Mahuta thanked all Councils for supplying data. This information will be supplied to each council 
reporting back on their infrastructure and hopefully the benefits that can be gained. 

Water Services Bill will go through House in July. 

Challenging aspects of this regulation and its role will be the small suppliers. Information on the next round 
of negotiation and community concerns will be out soon. The Minister has asked that messages be the reform 
for ratepayers is to improve drinking water. Minister also said she was leaving out storm water. I questioned 
her on this and said Government needs to take all waters or nothing. They just cannot pick and choose, 
leaving the rest to Local Government. 

Minister continued that the future of Local Government needs to be designed in tandem with Central 
Government and a need for a Local Government Commission Forum. 

Allan Pragnel of DIA reported the next round of funding means Councils will have to be in or out. There will 
be problems if you want to join later, or likewise if you withdraw. Modelling needs to be done and already 
figures show costs are significantly up. They hoped to have entities in place and running by 2024. 

The scale will allow greater borrowings, pooling and sharing of costs with improved efficiencies. We have a 
fragmented system at present and Government subsidies will not fix this. Everyone needs to be involved in
