BACKGROUND

The purpose of this report is to provide the Failemmunity Board with a general update on a
number of projects and actions related to the Fairlie area in general and Community Board
specifically.

ACTION AND PROJECTS UPDATE

Strategy Development

There are four key strategic documents in the Parks and Qpaies area that are currently being
developed, being the Parks Strategy, Playground, Toilet and Trails Plans and also a Wayfinding
(signage) Policy.

A draft project priority list is being developed by the staff and consultant team and will be brought
to the community board for consideration, once complete
Village Green Development

The perimeter fence around the playground is underway. Some repairs to the turfed skatepark
entrance area will be undertaken later this month and that will complete this pto@iscussions

on replacement of the stones in the centre of the skate park is underway, however funding may be
an issue.

Fairlie Community Centre

The upgrade of the lounge kitchenette has been delayed due to the building contractor being unable
to obtainpricing for the cabinetry work. An alternative supplier has been sourced an order has been
place for this work to proceed.

Fairlie Domain

Replanting of the bank where the Cypress trees were removed is programmed for the spring.
Rhododendrons have beemughased for the majority of the planting, with plant selection for the
balance being finalised.

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Fairlie Pool Heating

The Fairlie Pool solar heating tubing requires replacement; however this was not budgeted for and
a price provided isignificantly higher than expected. An alternative option is install a heat pump,
which will provide more consistent and reliable heating and can be installed for less than the cost
of the replacement solar tubing. Although the heat pump will increase atperal costs, due to

their efficiency and being a covered facility, this is estimated at only a $8.50/day and as the pool
only operates for the summer season the overall increase in operational cost is not significant. It is
therefore the preferred option

A report is being presented to Council on tHe September, requesting funding approval for this
and the heating of the Twizel Pool, to enable the installation of a heat pump to occur as quickly as
possible.

Peace Tree Works

With the delay in adoptiof Councils Long Term Plan, implementation of maintenance work and
communications with the public on planting of new trees has been deferred.

TIF funded projects

Through the recent TIF application round, Council was successful with funding for the f@llowin
projects:

Staff are currently working on procuremeplanning and to progress the two Fairlie projects we
need to consider options for the location of both the Dump Station and the Public Toilets.

Public Toilets

Council propose building a new toilet facility in the Village Green comprising up to-déndk

units including two fully accessible units. This is similar in scale to the new toilets facilities located
at Rakaia on SH1. While the simple solution would be to replace the existing toilets on the same
site, this site is very space constrained toiffita larger capacity facility that also meets safety
guidelines for visibility of all doors. The site also has no parking directly adjacent, which is a desirable
siting objective. It is located on Road Reserve (State Highway) rather than on the Couedil own
reserve. The site is constrained by the location of protected Peace Avenue trees, and excavation and
location of a building over the root zones is not desirable for the trees health.

It is therefore worth considering if there are other alternative, gou$sibly better locations.
These possibilities include:

1. Playground areg Relocate the playground to elsewhere in the park and locating the toilet
in the area of the playground which would provide a more spacious setting. Advantage of
this option is that it is the closest proximity to the town centre shops.

2. Railway CarriagelLocating the toilet in the area where the historic railway carriage is sited
and relocate this elsewhere in the Park.

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3. Opposite the Gladstone Grand HotelAdjacent to the wié parking bay opposite the
Gladstone Grand Hotel. This is the easiest alternative site to develop, and has the advantage
of good parking, it is however a greater distance from the town centre shops.

Dump Station

It is proving a challenge tdentify a suitable location that has good safe access, a sewer connection
nearby and does not require extensive access/roading development.

A list of potential sites are being investigated and these will be shared with the Community Board
at the meeting.

Community engagement

It is proposed that we undertake community engagement on the possible siting options to seek
wider feedback. This will also include options being considered for the toilet facilities at Pukaki
lookout carpark and Lake Ruataniwha.
